All of the Candidate’s original nominating papers, or “packet,” must be filed with the Ashmore Village
Clerk at the Municipal Office during the designated filing period. Candidate names will appear on the
ballot in the order that completed packets are received by the Clerk. If multiple packets are received at
8:00am on November 12, then a lottery will be held on Tuesday, November 19t at 8:30am to determine
the ballot order. Anyone may attend to witness the lottery. Packets received by mail will be deemed to
have arrived at 8:00am of the date received.
